CONSENT AGREEMENT IN LIEU OF INJUNCTION

Defendants, Harford County, Maryland; Town of Bel Air, Maryland; Colonel Terence

6. Plaintiffs will withdraw the Motion for Preliminary Injunction within 30 days of
the filing of this consent agreement, retaining the right to re-file it should Defendants begin
enforcing the Ordinance in the future.
