NOTICE OF VOLUNTARY DISMISSAL

Now comes the Plaintiff, John Doe, pursuant to.Rediv.P. 41(a)(1)(A)(i), and hereby
voluntarily dismisses the instant action withoujpdice.
1. Defendants have made available via Healthrc@oRhode Island a health insurance
plan, Blue Cross Blue Shield of Rhode Island MeadifivantageBlue Direct Bronze, that does not

include elective abortion coverage and therefor@antion of the premium paid for this plan will be
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placed in an account that is used to cover the obdlective abortion claims. Doe has been
successfully enrolled in this plan.

2. State Defendants will pay Doe’s monthly premitrom March through December
2015 as if he had enrolled (but could not becatisieeorequired separate abortion payment) in one of
the silver level plans eligible for premium assista under the Ryan White Program. As a result, he
will not be subject to the individual mandate farlihg to maintain individual coverage under the
ACA for tax year 2015.

3. Doe is currently receiving AIDS Drug Assistarféegram benefits under the Ryan
White Program and will continue to receive theseefiés so long as he remains eligible.

4. The State Defendants have “wrapped” Doe’s legolan to make it in every other
way equivalent to a silver level plan that wouldéaequired a separate abortion payment.

5. The Rhode Island Office of Health Insurance Cassmaner has issued form filing
instructions for plan year 2016 that require thaft“least one plan variation for individual market
plan designs offered on/off the Exchange at eactalntier level at which the carrier is offering a
plan or plans, shall exclude coverage for aborts@mvices as defined by federal law.” See

6. Health Source Rhode Island is adding an astangkdanguage to its plan display for
plans that do not cover elective abortion coverfagéhe 2016 plan year to clarify that these pldas
not include elective abortion coverage nor reqaiseparate payment for the coverage of elective
abortions.

7. As a consequence of the above, Doe hereby tasllyndismisses his Complaint and,

after consultation with counsel for Defendantstestahat dismissal is without admission of lialilit
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by any party with each party bearing their own faeg costs and waiving any claim for fees or costs

pursuant to 42 U.S.C. § 1988.
